Additionally, provides individual and group
trauma-informed interventions to adolescents and adults who have experienced
intimate partner and/or sexual violence. Requires ability to provide clinical assessment,
establish rapport, safety plan, and provide trauma informed interventions. Provides crisis
intervention 4-8 hours a work week and serves as staff on call after hours about 4
weeks a year.
